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Publishing Revived in Vietnam

Several years ago the Publish-
ing work in Vietnam had to be 
stopped because of war and the 
retirement of all professional 
literature evangelists (LEs). In 
2007 the Publishing work in 
Vietnam was re-established 
under the leadership of John C. 
Brereton, past Southeast Asia 
Union Mission (SAUM) Publish-
ing director, and the appoint-
ment of Pham Nguyen To Phu-
ong as Vietnam Mission (VM) 
Publishing director.

We faced many challenges, 
such as government restric-
tions from selling door to door, 
having only seven LEs, and 
only two books to canvass. 
But despite the challenges, the 
Publishing work in the VM is 
moving forward. We now have 
38 LEs and a variety of books. 
To bring LEs to a higher level of 
professionalism and commit-
ment, I requested the services 
of two experienced LEs from 
another country to help us.

Last November, the South-
ern Asia-Paciic Division (SSD)

and the SAUM helped by send-
ing Ian and Carol, two of its best 
LEs from the Philippines, to as-
sist us. For one month, Ian and 
Carol worked with all the LEs 
from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. 
every day except Sabbath. On 
certain days we worked until 
9:00 p.m. We canvassed places 
we dared not go in the past, 
such as banks, international 
schools, and government of-
ices.

Ian and Carol were zealous 
and diligent. They shared ideas 
and techniques they use to 
canvass in the Philippines. They 
also reminded us to always 
start each day with prayer.

The hard work of the two 
LEs from the Philippines, and 
all the LEs, helped us achieve 
the highest monthly sales ever. 
More importantly, LEs gained 
valuable experiences by work-
ing with Ian and Carol, and 
were inspired and encouraged 
to become more committed to 
the canvassing work. We praise 
God!

Возрождение издательского служения во Вьетнаме

Несколько лет назад изда-
тельское служение во Вьетна-
ме остановилось в связи с во-
енными действиями, а также 
из-за того, что все профессио-
нальные ЛЕ вышли на пенсию. 
В 2007 году издательское слу-
жение во Вьетнаме было вос-
становлено под руководством 
Джона Бреретона, бывшего  
директора ОИС  Юго-Вос-
точного Азиатского униона 
(ЮВАУ),  и Фам Нгуйен То Фу-
онг, директора ОИС Вьетнам-
ской миссии (ВМ). Мы стол-
кнулись с многочисленными 
испытаниями: государство за-
претило продажу книг по мето-
ду от двери к двери, у нас было 
всего семь ЛЕ и только две 
книги для распространения. 
Но, не смотря на все сложно-
сти, издательское служение во 
Вьетнаме развивается. Сейчас 
у нас 38 ЛЕ и широкий ассор-
тимент книг. Чтобы повысить 
уровень профессионализма и 
посвященности ЛЕ, я попроси-
ла двух опытных ЛЕ из другой 
страны помочь нам. В ответ на 
мою просьбу в прошлом ноя-
бре, Южный Азиатско-Тихоо-

кеанский дивизион (ЮАТД) и 
ЮВАУ прислали нам Йена и 
Кэрол, двух лучших ЛЕ с Фи-
липпин, чтобы помочь нам. На 
протяжении месяца Йен и Кэ-
рол работали со всеми ЛЕ с 8 
утра до 6 вечера каждый день, 
кроме субботы. Иногда мы ра-
ботали и до девяти вечера.  Мы 
приходили с книгами в такие 
учреждения, в которые не ос-
меливались заходить раньше: 
в банки, международные учеб-
ные заведения и правитель-
ственные офисы. Йен и Кэрол 
очень ревностно и ответствен-
но относились к работе.  Кроме 
того они напомнили нам о не-
обходимости всегда начинать 
день с молитвы. Благодаря 
усердной работе двух ЛЕ с Фи-
липпин и всех наших ЛЕ, мы 
смогли достичь самого высо-
кого месячного уровня продаж 
за все время.  Но важней всего 
то, что литературные евангели-
сты приобрели ценный опыт 
благодаря совместной работе с 
Йеном и Кэрол, которые вдох-
новляли и ободряли их быть 
более посвященными своему
